WORKING ENVIRONMENT AND ACTIVITIES
( We are looking for a highly motivated and independent post-doctoral researcher with an interest in studying plant-pollinator interaction networks to join the Biodiversa project VOODOO (Viral Eco-evolutionary Dynamics of Wild and Domestic Pollinators under Global Change) team1 under the coordination of Dr Adam Vanbergen1 UMR Agroécologie, INRA Centre de Dijon, France.

VOODOO is a Biodiversa project with scientific partners in Germany, Switzerland and Poland that aims to provide new knowledge at the nexus of biodiversity conservation, animal health and disease dynamics by focussing on sympatric wild and domestic pollinators, important for ecosystem functions and services supporting human well-being. A major research axis of this project will be the landscape-scale study of plant-pollinator-virus interactions to identify how modifications to the availability and quality of floral resources by land-use and alien plant species affect plant-pollinator-virus network structure and the eco-epidemiological dynamics of viruses interacting with pollinator individuals, species and communities. The post-doc will investigate how the structure of plant-pollinator-virus networks varies between landscapes (conventional intensive agriculture, rural mosaic or urban land), how the available floral resources and nutrients affect intra- and inter-specific pollinator interactions and virus sharing in these networks, and which landscape features or particular organisms function as interaction hubs facilitating viral spread or sharing among species. 

The candidate should have a proven interest in studying species interactions, network ecology and modelling, and landscape or land-use ecology. Knowledge of pollinator ecology is an advantage. The successful candidate must be confident at performing research at all stages from data collection to science publication and communication. They must be able to work independently and as part of a multidisciplinary team in field or lab situations at national (INRA) and European levels. The successful candidate will be based at UMR Agroécologie in a department comprising ecologists, agricultural engineers, agronomists, modellers, technicians and students, but will also work with the wider European project team. 
Applicants should apply by CV and cover letter detailing their motivation, interest and relevant expertise and achievements. Depending on their skills and experience, the post-doc would be expected to work on a variety of tasks including: 
1. Quantifying biodiversity and species interactions (e.g. plant-insect, insect-enemy, insect-pathogen) in field situations
2. Lab work: entomology, ecology, microscopy (species sorting, identification)
3. Statistical and/or network modelling

4. Presenting the project at conferences/meetings

5. Contributing to writing reports and preparing scientific publications

6. Communicating the project to stakeholders
